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Listening on Multiple Ports

Ordinarily, the Directory Server listens on only one port for aspecific qualified URL. If, however, you
want different services of that qualified URL to listen on different ports, you must set up alisten URL for
each port of thetarget. Thisisaso useful if you want to use multiple protocols for the same target.
Software AG Directory Server alows you to set up eight listen URLs for the same target.

For example, you might create two listen URLs for atarget that look like thisin SMH:

listen topip:fflocalhost: 1000
listen tepip:flocalhost: 1001

When these two URLSs are specified, Software AG Directory Server listens on ports 1000 and 1001 using
the TCP/IP protocaol.

And, if your Directory Server is named XTSDS, these listen entries would look like thisinternally:
