Themes are used to define the output style for the Natural application. Some themes are already delivered
in the installation package.

Themes are standard functionality in ASP.NET 2.0. They must be containeddpptiidemes folder.
For each theme, thipp_Themes folder contains a subfolder. For example, the theme with the name
"3270Thema" is contained in the fold#70Theme.

Each subfolder which is provided for a theme must contain the following files:
e SkinFileskin (see below)
® StyleSheet.css (see below)

The Skin File

The skin file &inFile.skin) contains entries for Natural elements (such as fields) in the following form:

When a window is displayed on a Natural screen, the input fields in the main screen are set to
read-only. The input fields of the windows that are lying behind the top window are also displayed as
read-only.
