
EJ - Page Eject 
This Natural profile and session parameter is used to specify whether a page eject is to be performed as a
result of a logical page break, a break between program input and output, and the "normal end" message. 

Within a Natural session, the profile parameter EJ can be overridden by the session parameter EJ. The EJ
setting can in turn be overridden by an EJECT statement. 

Possible settings ON A page eject is performed. 

OFF No page eject is performed. This setting may be used to save
paper during test runs where page ejects are not needed.
