Installation Changes

Configuration File Migration Utility (All Platforms)

The administration of EntireX Broker v7.3 has been simplified to use one attribute file instead of multiple
parameter files. In previous versions, EntireX Broker v7.2 used as many as four different configuration
files. 

To avoid unnecessary effort in creating a new EntireX Broker V7.3 attribute file, a special migration
utility called ETBNATTR is provided. This program will help you to adjust existing configuration settings
and will migrate all your existing data into the new EntireX Broker v7.3 format. 

Warning:
Any comments you added in your old attribute files will be lost. Make
sure you back up your old attribute file before running this utility.

Eclipse Installation (Windows and Linux)

Eclipse is an optional component of EntireX Communicator. For EntireX Workbench it is required. If you
have not already installed Eclipse at your site, you can install Eclipse and the EntireX Workbench from
the installation medium. If you wish to install the EntireX Workbench into an existing Eclipse
environment, use the Eclipse update mechanism to deploy the EntireX Communicator feature.

CentraSite (UNIX and Windows)

During installation under Windows you are prompted for a CentraSite URL. If CentraSite is installed in
your network, enter the URL under which CentraSite is accessible. The installation verifies the connection
and stores the connection data for use by the Eclipse Preferences. See CentraSite Configuration. 

JDK instead of JRE (UNIX and Windows)

Under Windows, JDK is installed automatically with all installation options (typical, runtime and custom). 

Integrated Authentication Framework (IAF) Installation (UNIX and
Windows) 

Under Windows, IAF is installed automatically with all installation options (typical, runtime and custom). 

Under UNIX, IAF is installed automatically with all installation options (typical, full and custom) if
Broker or Developer’s Kit Runtime is selected. See Integrated Authentication Framework. 

EntireX Workbench Modernization
Functionality provided by the EntireX Workbench in earlier versions is now provided within Eclipse. All
design-time development tools are provided within this one environment. Under Windows and Linux the
new Eclipse-based Workbench is available as an installable pre-configured product, or can be loaded into
a new or existing Eclipse environment. The new Workbench includes the following tools:

Workbench Editors

Software AG IDL Editor

The Software AG IDL Editor is a syntax-aware editor for Software AG IDL files. A content outline view
enables operations on the IDL tree. Other features include syntax highlighting, content assist and a
Problems view for resolving IDL syntax errors.

EntireX XML Mapping Editor

The EntireX XML Mapping Editor allows you to map XML document structures to IDL libraries,
programs and parameters. The mappings can be defined for the request and response to the server
application, or from the server to the client. The input for the XML Mapping Editor can be a Software AG
IDL file and/or an IDL-XML mapping file (perhaps produced by a previous XML Mapping Editor session
or an import of WSDL or XML Schema). The output is an IDL-XML Mapping file, other XML structure
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definitions (such as sample XML files), and perhaps a created or changed IDL file. 

See XML Mapping Editor. 

EntireX Wrappers

EntireX C Wrapper

EntireX C Wrapper provides access to RPC-based components from C applications. It enables you to
develop both client and server applications. 

See EntireX C Wrapper. 

EntireX COBOL Wrapper

EntireX COBOL Wrapper provides access to RPC-based components from COBOL applications. It
enables you to develop both client and server applications. 

See EntireX COBOL Wrapper. 

EntireX DCOM Wrapper

The EntireX DCOM Wrapper generates DCOM-enabled components using RPC technology. This
so-called "wrapping" makes it possible to treat existing applications as ActiveX components. 

See EntireX DCOM Wrapper. 

EntireX .NET Wrapper

TheEntireX .NET Wrapper provides access to RPC servers for .NET client applications and access to
.NET servers for any RPC client. The .NET Wrapper generation tools of the Workbench take as input a
Software AG IDL file, which describes the interface of the RPC, and generates C# classes that implement
the methods and data types of the interface. 

See EntireX .NET Wrapper. 

EntireX Enterprise JavaBeans Wrapper

The EntireX Enterprise JavaBeans Wrapper enables Java components to access an EntireX RPC server
using Enterprise JavaBeans. This is accomplished by mapping RPC server libraries to EJB stateful session
beans. A remote procedure call will be mapped to a method of the corresponding Enterprise JavaBeans.
The Java components can use the logic implemented in the libraries of the existing RPC servers, or they
can implement new logic on the application server side, using parts of the old logic. 

See EntireX Enterprise JavaBeans Wrapper. 

EntireX Java Wrapper

The EntireX Java Wrapper provides access to EntireX RPC-based components from Java applications.
EntireX Java RPC enables users to develop both client and server applications written in Java. Java
applets can also be used as EntireX RPC clients. 
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See EntireX Java Wrapper. 

EntireX PL/I Wrapper

The PL/I Wrapper provides access to RPC-based components from PL/I applications. It enables you to
develop both client and server applications. 

See EntireX PL/I Wrapper. 

EntireX Web Services Wrapper

With the EntireX Web Services Wrapper you can generate a SOAP 1.1 mapping file (extension .xmm)
and a WSDL file (extension .wsdl) from a Software AG IDL file. The XMM file is deployed in a servlet
engine and is used by the EntireX XML Runtime (XML Servlet) to translate SOAP requests to EntireX
RPC calls and RPC results into SOAP responses. The WSDL file is deployed to a web server. 

The Web Services Wrapper provides access to EntireX services for web service clients. The generated
web services can be registered in Centra Site or any UDDI v2 registry. With CentraSite, the web services
can also be stored in the CentraSite repository and interdependencies between service artifacts (mapping,
WSDL, IDL) registered. The Web Services Wrapper also supports searching and importing web services
from UDDI registries to provide EntireX clients access to web services.

EntireX XML Wrapper

The EntireX XML Wrapper enables XML-based communication to EntireX/Natural RPC servers and
communication from EntireX/Natural RPC clients to XML-based servers.

Software AG IDL Extractors

Software AG IDL Extractor for COBOL

The Software AG IDL Extractor for COBOL extracts a Software AG IDL file from a COBOL source. The
COBOL source can be located in the file system or accessed remotely within a COBOL RPC environment
definition. 

See Software AG IDL Extractor for COBOL. 

Software AG IDL Extractor for Natural

The Software AG IDL Extractor for Natural extracts a Software AG IDL file definition from a Natural
source or object within a Natural RPC environment definition. 

See Software AG IDL Extractor for Natural. 
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Software AG IDL Extractor for PL/I

The Software AG IDL Extractor for PL/I extracts a Software AG IDL file from a PL/I source. The PL/I
source can be located in the file system or accessed remotely within a PL/I RPC environment definition. 

See Software AG IDL Extractor for PL/I. 

Software AG IDL Extractor for XML Document

The Software AG IDL Extractor for XML Document generates a Software AG IDL file and a related
XML mapping file (XMM) from a given XML document. 

See Software AG IDL Extractor for XML Document. 

Software AG IDL Extractor for XML Schema

The Software AG IDL Extractor for XML Schema generates a Software AG IDL file and a related XML
mapping file (XMM) from given XML schema files. 

See Software AG IDL Extractor for XML Schema. 

Software AG IDL Extractor for WSDL

The Software AG IDL Extractor for WSDL is a wizard that reads a WSDL file from the file system, any
valid URL, or a web service registry. From this WSDL file, the wizard creates a mapping file and an IDL
file to make an external web service accessible to EntireX clients via the EntireX XML RPC Server. 

See Software AG IDL Extractor for WSDL. 

EntireX UDDI Registration

EntireX UDDI Registration is a tool with which you can register a web service with any UDDI registry for
which you have an account. 

See EntireX UDDI Registration. 

EntireX CentraSite Integration

Web services created with EntireX can be registered in any UDDI registry, including CentraSite.
CentraSite offers enhanced registry functionality, and also repository functionality that enables you to
store web services artifacts and register interdependencies for impact analysis. With the Eclipse plug-in
EntireX Web Services Wrapper you can define a new web services project or import an existing one, then
publish a web service to CentraSite.

Logging and Tracing Enhancements

Variable Length Error Text

In previous versions, error texts were always 40 bytes long (space-padded if necessary). The new ACI
field ERROR-TEXT-LENGTH enables you to specify a length between 1 and 255 bytes), enabling you to
receive either longer error texts for more error information, or shorter error texts. 

Application Identification

The following new information: application node, application stub type, application stub version and
application name is available for identifying the application and its environment. This information can be
displayed using Broker Command and Info Services, kernel trace, command logging and conversational
accounting. 

Command Logging

You can request command log information in the kernel for a specific class/server/service, user ID, or
topic. 

The new ACI field LOG-COMMAND allows stub applications to turn on command logging. 

Sequence Number

A new sequence number is provided to indicate the sequence of Broker commands. This field is displayed
in the kernel command log, kernel trace, and the stub log. 

Broker Trace Utility

The Broker Trace Utility can now be used to analyze Broker stub logs and command logs in addition to
Broker kernel traces. Additional options have been introduced. See the Broker Trace Utility UNIX | 
Windows for details. 

Administration Enhancements

Operator Commands under z/OS

The following operating commands are new:
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DRES Displays EntireX Broker’s resource usage for conversations, message buffers,
participants, services, topics, the timeout queue, units of work, and the work queue.
Resource usage provides the total number, the number of free elements, and the number
of used elements. 

DSECSTAT Displays the number of successful and failed Security authentications and Security
authorizations. 

DSTAT Displays the total number of active elements, and an optional high watermark for
services, clients, servers, conversations, message buffers, topics, publishers, subscribers,
and publications. 

ETBEND Processing stops immediately. Current calls to the EntireX Broker are not allowed to
finish. 

ETBSTOP Processing stops immediately. Current calls to the EntireX Broker are not allowed to
finish. 

RESET userid Resets the Security context for the specified user ID. 

XEND Processing stops immediately. Current calls to the EntireX Broker are not allowed to
finish. 

XPARM Displays the values of Adabas SVC, database ID, number of CQEs, number of attached
buffers, and the application name for the Adabas transport to the console. 

See also Operator Commands for full list of supported commands. 

The following operating commands are no longer supported: TRACE, XCANCEL, XCOMM. 

New Attribute Handling

The attribute file has been enhanced to simplify administration. Several new sections have been added for
transports, security, and persistent store. Many new attributes have been added to handle the simplified
configuration and to provide new functionality. 

SeeBroker Attribute File. 

Report Feature

EntireX Broker provides a configuration report to display which values were used for each attribute at
startup. 

The module report of the z/OS kernel has been reworked. It provides the data set names. 

A PSTORE report can be activated to get information about records added to or removed from the
persistent store. 

See broker-specific attribute PSTORE-REPORT and Persistent Store Report. 

Enhanced Exception Handling

Worker tasks of EntireX Broker will recover after detected program exceptions. If a user request caused
an exception, the request is aborted and the user will receive error code 00780777 and error text "Request
abended". 
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Request Dispatching

The dispatch of a free worker task on UNIX and Windows is no longer working in wrap-around mode.
Based on the z/OS model, the dispatcher will test for a free worker task beginning with worker zero. It is
therefore possible to determine unused worker tasks based on the statistics created during Broker
shutdown. 

Persistence

High Availability Persistent Store

The availability of EntireX Broker’s persistent store can be increased by sharing a PSTORE between two
Brokers. The first Broker manages all user requests, including persistent data, and the second Broker is
started as a standby instance. If the first Broker is no longer operational, the second Broker takes over the
shared PSTORE to restore all persistent data and handles all subsequent user requests. 

See Achieving High Availability of the Persistent Store. 

Unload/Load Facility

The contents of EntireX Broker’s persistent store can be migrated to a new persistent store in order to
change the PSTORE type or to use the same type of PSTORE with increased capacity. A PSTORE report
can be requested. 

See Migrating the Persistent Store. 

Embedded File-based Store on UNIX and Windows

EntireX now provides a c-tree © persistent driver based on the c-tree© User API of the FairCom
Corporation ®. This driver manages a fast and reliable embedded local database. 

See c-tree Database as Persistent Store under UNIX | Windows. 

PSTORE Version 3

An extended record format for the persistent data is available to save ICU message information and to
support optional high availability requirements. However, this new version can be used without COLD
start. 

See Broker-specific attribute PSTORE-VERSION. 

Wait on Active Persistent Store

Determines whether Broker should wait for the Adabas persistent store to become active. 

See Broker-specific attribute WAIT-FOR-ACTIVE-PSTORE. 

ACI Enhancements
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Native IBM Language Environment Stub

This stub is a DLL provided for use with IBM Language Environment applications. See BROKER31. 

Transport Enhancements

SSL Support for z/OS Kernels

EntireX Broker now supports SSL under z/OS. This support is based on the APIs of IBM’s Global
Secure ToolKit (GSKit). 

SSL error codes are now simplified, and error class 0216 is obsolete. 

Multiple TCP/IP Communicators for UNIX and Windows Kernels

A maximum of five TCP/IP communicators can be activated in EntireX Broker by specifying up to five
HOST/PORT pairs in the TCP/IP-specific Attributes section. 

Lifted 32 KB Restriction with Adabas SVC/Entire Net-Work Transport under z/OS 

The 32-KB limit that applied to Adabas SVC/Entire Net-Work transport has now been removed for many
EntireX components/platforms. See Adabas SVC/Entire Net-Work-specific attributes 
EXTENDED-ACB-SUPPORT. 

Restart of Adabas SVC/Entire Net-Work Transport under z/OS

Adabas SVC/Entire Net-Work Transport under z/OS is now controlled by the communication manager.
Restart attributes RESTART, RETRY-LIMIT, RETRY-TIME are supported here. See Adabas SVC/Entire
Net-Work-specific Attributes. 

Connection Non-activity for SSL and TCP/IP Communicators

Non-activity of SSL or TCP/IP connection can be managed by specifying a maximum non-activity time
per transport, after which a close is performed and the used connection resources are freed. 

See SSL-specific Attributes and TCP/IP-specific Attributes. 

Optimized Reply Buffer Allocation for SSL and TCP/IP Communicators 

The reply buffer allocation is now performed at the time of composing the actual response with the
necessary length. The former approach doing the allocation of the reply buffer at the time of receiving the
request with the length specified by the user is dropped. 

Performance Enhancements

The TCP/IP communicator on z/OS has been enhanced to better handle varying message sizes. Users may
see a significant increase in throughput performance with small messages, less than 4 KB. Other users
may see a reduction in CPU consumption when transmitting messages larger than 100 KB. 

The Net-Work communicator on z/OS has been enhanced to improve performance. Some users may see a
reduction in CPU consumption when transmitting messages. 
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Security Enhancements

Integrated Security Module on z/OS

EntireX Security is no longer a separate component (EXS), it is now integrated with the core components
of EntireX (EXB, EXX). It will be installed with the core components and can be configured by means of
the simplified attribute file. 

Integrated Authentication Framework (IAF)

The Integrated Authentication Framework (IAF) is a token-based infrastructure, enabling Software AG’s
enterprise single sign-on. In addition, it allows usage of a configurable authentication system (user
database) with Software AG products across platforms. 

See Integrated Authentication Framework (IAF). 

Software AG’s Integrated Authentication Framework (IAF) is provided as an additional authentication
method for Broker and RPC components. See also: 

security attribute AUTHENTICATION-TYPE

sectionUsing the Integrated Authentication Framework (IAF) with Java-based EntireX Applications

C Wrapper API function ERXGetIAFToken. 

Support of Additional TP Monitors
IMS/TM is now supported with the RPC servers and the broker stub. The EntireX RPC server for IMS
executes servers on any RPC client requests. It enables you to call programs with standard IBM linkage
convention as servers, for example C, COBOL, PL/I. 

Enhanced Support for COBOL and PL/I
The PL/I Wrapper provides access to RPC-based components from P/LI applications. It enables the
generation of client and server applications. 

The IDL Extractor for COBOL and the IDL Extractor for PL/I offer the automatic generation of Software
AG IDL file from a data definition section of COBOL and PL/I source file accessed remotely for the
source platforms CICS, Batch and IMS, using an RPC environment definition or located in the file
system. The remote access allows you to browse the list of data sets, select the appropriate data set and the
related member from the list. From the member(s), a Software AG IDL file can be generated. 

See COBOL Wrapper, IDL Extractor for COBOL, PL/I Wrapper, IDL Extractor for PL/I. 

Support of New Features of Natural 4.2 and 6.2
Unicode data types (U and UV) and up to 99 levels in structured data types are now supported by
many Workbench components, including IDL Editor, Java Wrapper, XML Wrapper, C Wrapper,
IDL Extractor for Natural and IDL Extractor for COBOL. Certain restrictions apply. See Release
Notes for details. 
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Natural Security password can now be changed in an RPC application. 

.NET Integration

Native .NET ACI

The .NET ACI is a component of EntireX Communicator that allows programs written using the .NET
Framework to use the ACI to communicate with programs that use the ACI on other platforms and in
other operating environments. For example a program written in Visual Basic.NET can use the .NET ACI
to communicate with a program written in Natural running under CICS on z/OS. 

See EntireX Broker ACI for .NET. 

.NET Wrapper

The .NET Wrapper (client and server generation) and DCOM Wrapper are provided as Plug-ins for
Microsoft Visual Studio .NET. 

WebSphere MQ Integration
EntireX WMQ Bridge runs as an RPC server and processes RPC client calls. It is used to send messages
to and receive messages from a WebSphere MQ Queue. This means that existing EntireX wrappers can be
used for communication with WebSphere MQ. 

See EntireX WMQ Bridge. 

Command and Info Services IDLs
An RPC interface, described by IDL files, to the Broker Command and Info Services (CIS) is provided.
Using the CIS IDL files, custom interfaces can be generated with the EntireX Wrappers for any supported
language to allow you to write custom management tools in a programming language of your choice. See 
Command and Info Services IDLs. 

Miscellaneous

IBM Language Environment

The z/OS components of EntireX support the IBM Language Environment. SASC Runtime is no longer
supported. 

Switch Tracing for RPC Servers 

Using the System Management Hub you can now switch tracing on and off for RPC servers at runtime. 

Under z/OS, you can switch tracing on and off using the operating command TRACELEVEL. 
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Application Error Code

A user-defined application error code can be returned from an RPC server application to any RPC client.
It is supported for COBOL Wrapper in batch, IMS and CICS if not used in distributed CICS (DPL)
environments. 

Extractor Service

The platform-dependent service of the RPC Server is used by the Software AG IDL Extractors for 3GL. It
provides remote access to COBOL and PL/I data sets and members under z/OS. 

Modified Version Numbering Scheme

Main EntireX product versions are now identified by major version (1st number) and minor version (2nd
number). Service packs are identified by the 3rd and hot-fixes by the 4th number in the version string. 

Business Demo

On Windows and UNIX, in the examples directory, a new business demo is provided. This demo can be
used as part of a larger crossvision demo.

Windows Terminal Services 

Windows 2000 and Windows 2003 Server with Terminal Services are supported. These allow a server to
host multiple, simultaneous client sessions. A user can connect to a terminal server by using Terminal
Services client software. 

Platform and Version Support 
Software AG provides support for the operating system versions supported by their respective
manufacturers. Generally, when an operating system provider stops supporting a version of an operating
system, Software AG will stop supporting that operating system version as of the next system
maintenance (SM) level delivered by Software AG. Although it may be technically possible to run a new
version of EntireX on an old operating system, Software AG cannot continue to support operating system
versions that are no longer supported by the system’s provider. 

Software AG plans to provide support for previous versions of EntireX and predecessor products of
EntireX as follows:
